If there is no possibility of a Cavalry
Brigade being formed what are my chances 0f zetting a commission with the
nivieionel Ce¥elry of the second Division when it is mobilised.

If there is to be no Canadian Cavalry Brigade and no second

Division, as is now rumored in ihe press, would ihere be any possibility of my
making an application through the Cenadian Coverrment direct to the War Office
for a commission in some of the Britishy either permanent or voluntary Cavelry
Regiments now either at the Fremt or likely to go to the Fromt. I make this
suggestion as T notice thet the casualties in a good many of the regiments have
been very great, and feel that if it is out of the question to see service with a
canadien Cavalry corpe this contingency might afford an opportunity of getting

abroad.

As you are no doubt aware I have been faithfully connected

with the Canadien Militia in the First Hussars for the last eleven years. I
graduated second from the Royal Military College in 1203 and have kept closely

in touch with military matters ever since.

I know that such a letter is a little bit out of order, but
